God’s House in the Psalmist’s Day (Made of Goat Skins with Acacia Wood Framing)
(1) The Ark of the Covenant (Mercy Seat, Angels, and the Word of God)
(2) The Altar of Burnt Offering

(3) The Lampstand and Oil

(4) The Altar of Incense

(5) The Brass Wash Basin

God’s House in the Present Day (Made of Rocks, Bricks, Steel, and Mortar)
(1) God in His Mercy Seat Surrounded by Angels with the Pulpit for the Preaching of the Word of God

(2) The Altar for People to Come and Offer Themselves to God beneath the Cross
(3) The Auditorium Filled with the Anointing (Oil) of the Holy Spirit

(4) The Beautiful Incense of the Praises Sung to God

(5) The Brass Basin for the Washing of Baptism

God’s House in the Promised Day (Made with the Best Materials—Precious Stones and Expensive Products—BUT Not Made with Hands)
(1) God on His Mercy Seat (His Throne) Surrounded by Angels in the Presence of the Living Word

(2) Jesus Our Sacrifice
(3) The Holy Spirit Himself (No Oil Needed)

(4) The Smell of Incense (and Songs of Praise)
(5) The River of Life

God’s House existed in every generation in one form or another. God knew exactly what each piece of furniture and each activity represented in His Heavenly Home. Did the people of each generation realize the full truth of their activities? Not likely. Yet, they seemed to grasp the reality of worshipping God and desiring to be with Him in His House forever. 2. Only the Good Shepherd can give this final blessing to His sheep for all eternity.

3. Only the Good Shepherd (Jesus Christ) can call His sheep, and only His sheep will follow Him both now and into eternity.
Is Jesus your Good Shepherd? Has He called you into His Kingdom? Have you responded to His call by giving your life to Him? Are you following Him today and everyday? He desires to bless you now and for all eternity!
