3.
Jesus the Messiah will come as a light to disperse the darkness.

II.
MESSIAH COMES TO EARTH AS A BABY BOY WITH GREAT PROMISE.
1. God sends His only Son to earth as a baby—the incarnation.

2. Man expects Him to reign on the throne of His father David in Jerusalem.

3. Jesus the Messiah comes to govern, to rule, in ways unexpected by man:

(1) He will be described as Wonderful Counselor.

(2) He will be described as Mighty God.

(3) He will be described as Everlasting Father.

(4) He will be described as Prince of Peace.

Jesus comes to earth but surprises nearly every person by being of lowly birth. How can He be born so humbly and yet be a kingly deliverer? Man expects; God corrects! Praise be to God!
III.
MESSIAH COMES TO ESTABLISH AN ETERNAL KINGDOM.
1. God in His zeal shall accomplish this.

2. Man in his hunger for peace desires it.

3. Jesus in His desire to establish peace, justice, and righteousness will rule forever.
