Rain and snow are sent to make the earth bud and flourish.

(3)
Rain and snow are sent to make the earth bring forth seed to make bread to eat.

2.
God’s Word, like the rain and snow, is sent down from God’s mouth.

(1)
God’s Word is sent not simply to return back with no effect.


(2)
God’s Word is sent to accomplish what He desires.


(3)
God’s Word is sent to achieve the purpose for which He sent it.

II.
THE SPIRITUAL EFFECT OF GOD’S WORD

1. God’s Word has a spiritual effect upon those who hear it.

(1) God’s Word has the effect of sending us out with joy.
(2) God’s Word has the effect of leading us forth in peace.

(3) God’s Word has the effect of making us one with His creation: The mountains and hills sing to us (“The hills are alive with the sound of music.”), the trees of the field applaud us, and the earth will produce good things for our benefit.
2. God’s Word has a spiritual effect upon those who observe the hearers.

(1)
Those who hear God’s Word cause others to honor God.
(2)
Those who hear God’s Word cause others to recognize their response as a sign of the everlasting love of God.

(3)
Those who hear God’s Word cause others to see that it will not be destroyed, that God’s Word is everlasting in nature.

God’s Word has power! It is eternal in nature! It fully demonstrates the greatness of God and His love for His creation. The beauty of God’s Word is best described by literary figures, or pictures, that help us understand the real nature of the glorious Word of God.
