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INTRODUCTION


In the Scriptures, God offers a variety of benedictions—good words from God’s Word for God’s good people. Although the benediction is pronounced by man, it is really God’s benediction. We have already considered the priestly, the Solomonic, and three Pauline benedictions. Today, we will consider the benediction in Hebrews. This benediction includes a reminder that the God of Peace has brought Jesus back from the dead after He had shed His blood in fulfillment of the eternal covenant. Then, there are three requests.
I. 
A REQUEST THAT GOD EQUIP US
1.
God desires to equip us with everything good.
2.
God desires to give us everything good for doing His will.
God knows exactly what we need to carry out His plan for our life and will withhold nothing good from us. Because we do not even know what we need to carry out His plan, we do not know exactly what to ask for. However, God gives us all of the tools, the gifts, we need—no more, no less! God cannot and will not fail!
II. 
A REQUEST THAT GOD WORK IN US
1. God desires to work in us that which is pleasing to Him.
2. God desires to work in us through Jesus Christ.
God has a plan for our life. He knows exactly what we need in order to carry out the plan. He gives us all the equipment that we need to carry out the plan. Indeed, it is God Himself doing the work in and through us! Nothing is impossible for God! Nothing is impossible for us when we work with God! God cannot and will not fail.
III. 
A REQUEST THAT WE GLORIFY JESUS CHRIST
1. God desires that we glorify Jesus Christ for ever and ever.
2. God desires that we glorify Jesus Christ through our works—i.e., our daily life.
God is glorified when we glorify His Son, Jesus Christ. The greatest honor one can receive occurs when another person praises your child. Thus, this request that we glorify Jesus Christ is logical and consistent with God as Father. God desires that we glorify His Son through our everyday life, by carrying out His plan for us as He works in and through us. Oh, Dear Friends, let us praise the Name of our Lord Jesus Christ!
CONCLUSION


God desires to bless His people. He has a good word, a benediction, for us. As we live faithful lives for Him, we receive the blessings of God. We have learned today that God desires to equip us so that He can work in us to continue the work of Jesus Christ. O how we need Christians today to be equipped by God so that God can do the impossible through us. Our God is a great and glorious God! He gives us grace!
