I.
SEEKING TRUTH ALONG THE WAY

1.
Andrew recognized the truth when he heard it.

(1) He became a disciple of John the Baptizer.
(2) He believed that what John said was true, according to the Scriptures.

Andrew responded by obeying the truth when he heard it.

(1) John pointed His disciples to Jesus and said, “Look, the Lamb of God.”

(2) The two disciples (one was Andrew) that heard these words followed Jesus.

II.
SPENDING TIME WITH “THE WAY”
1. Andrew was invited to spend a day with “the Way.”
(1) He had the privilege of learning from the Living Word.

(2) He had the privilege of fellowshipping with the Living Word.

2.
Andrew was (and so are we) invited to spend a lifetime with “the Way.”
(1) He had (we have) the privilege of learning from the written Word.

(2) He had (we have) the privilege of fellowshipping with the written Word.

III.
SHOWING TRAVELERS TO “THE WAY”

1. First, Andrew pointed Peter to Jesus.

(1) He found his brother Peter and told him about Jesus Christ.
(2 He brought his brother Peter to Jesus.

2.
Then, Andrew pointed people to Jesus.

(1) He brought a small boy with five loaves and two fish to Jesus (John 6:8ff).

(2) He brought some Greeks to Jesus (John 12:20-22).

CONCLUSION


Andrew walked with Jesus for a day. If you had the opportunity to be with Jesus for one day, what would you do? What would you talk about? Would you allow anything or anyone to interrupt your time with Him? 

Also, Andrew walked with Jesus for a lifetime. Like Andrew, we also have the opportunity to walk with Jesus for a lifetime. Will we do it? Will we spend time in His Word, learning all about Him, His life, and His thought? Will we spend a lifetime walking with Him in fellowship? Will we seek to make Him the most important person in our lives each day that we live? Will we allow anything or anyone to interrupt our time with Him? Will we bring others to Him, as Andrew did? There is nothing in Scripture to indicate Andrew ever did anything important himself. Nothing, except bring his brother Peter to Jesus! Peter? Well, he was the spokesperson for the Disciples—especially on the Day of Pentecost, wrote two books of the New Testament, and probably dictated the Gospel of Mark.
