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INTRODUCTION


Last Sunday, we talked about Matthew walking with Jesus. Today, I want us to consider some women, in particular Mary Magdalene, who walked with Jesus. These women also followed Jesus as the Twelve did. Perhaps Mary Magdalene is the best known of them. Now, let us examine how these women walked with Jesus.
I.
WALKING WITH JESUS IN THIS LIFE (Luke 8:1-3)

1.
Walking with Jesus in this life begins with loving Jesus.
(1) Love for Jesus should be learned in the preschool years, yet some do not.

(2) Love for Jesus is essential to the next step in walking with Jesus.

2.
Walking with Jesus in this life requires faithing Jesus.

(1) Faithing is an action verb, not a noun.
(2) Faithing requires hearing the Word, loving Jesus, trusting in Him as Savior.

3.
Walking with Jesus in this life involves following Jesus.

(1) Following Jesus implies leaving family, friends, and home to follow Him.

(2) Following Jesus means going where He leads and doing what He says to do.

4.
Walking with Jesus in this life encourages financing Jesus.

(1) Financing Jesus then meant giving to support Him and His disciples.

(2) Financing Jesus today means giving our tithes and offerings for His ministry.

5.
Walking with Jesus in this life ends with facing Jesus.

(1) Facing Jesus means standing before Him at our death.

(2) Facing Jesus means receiving His approval and praise in His presence.

Walking with Jesus in this life demands much of those who would follow Him. Yet, we must understand there will be blessings given to those who do. One of those blessings will be the presence of the Holy Spirit who empowers us to follow our Lord. 
II.
WALKING WITH JESUS IN THE RESURRECTION (John 20:10-16)
1. Walking with Jesus in the resurrection begins with life before death.

(1) Walking with Jesus then requires that we have faith in Him now.
(2) Walking with Jesus then requires that we walk with Him now.

2. Walking with Jesus in the resurrection continues with life in death (Psalm 23:4).

(1) Walking with Jesus in the face of death gives comfort and confidence.

(2) Walking with Jesus in the face of death gives hope and peace.

3. Walking with Jesus in the resurrection means there is life after death.

(1) Jesus proved there is life after death when He came back from the grave.
(2) Our assurance of walking with Jesus then has a calming effect upon daily life.

4. Walking with Jesus in the resurrection leads to life after life.

(1) The life we have in Christ now continues after we die then.

(2) The life we have in Christ now is eternal and never ends—even with death.

5. Walking with Jesus in the resurrection provides lively life in Heaven.
(1) The life we have with Jesus is a lively life, a heavenly life.
(2) The life we have with Jesus is the opposite of the death in Hell.

Knowing that we shall someday be walking with Jesus in the resurrection gives us comfort and confidence that we can face the uncertainties of life. We can face each day now with hope and peace because we know we shall walk with Jesus then. Life can take on new and rich meaning because of this assurance.
