CONCLUSION

Illustration: A preacher introduced a friend that would give a special message. He told this story. A father, his son, and his son’s friend went sailing in the Pacific Ocean. An unexpected storm arose, and the high winds kept them from reaching shore. Finally, the waves turned the sailboat over; and all three were swept into the sea. The father caught a hold of a rope and understood the urgency of throwing the lifeline to one of the two. Knowing his son was a Christian and his son’s friend was not, he called out to his son: “Son, I love you!” Then, he quickly threw the rope to the son’s friend. When he had pulled him to safety, he saw that his son had already disappeared below the waves. He sacrificed his son so that he could save the friend, because he knew his son would wake up in Heaven, his friend in Hell. The speaker then closed by saying, “How great is the love of God that he should do the same for us! Our Heavenly Father sacrificed His only begotten Son that we could be saved. I urge you to accept His offer to rescue you and take a hold of the life line He is throwing out to you in this service.” Then, the old man went and sat down. After the service, some teenage boys came up to the old man and said that his story wasn’t realistic, that no father would sacrifice his own son. The old man replied, “It may not be very realistic; but, you see, I was that father and your pastor is my son’s friend.” Sacrifice is expensive! Similarly, God sacrificed His only Son. Jesus sacrificed everything for you and me. What have YOU sacrificed for God?
