Today, I want us to think about some issues related to those prophecies if Messiah has already come, as the New Testament indicates. The first issue raised is what should be done. The second issue is who should do it. The third is why it should be done. The last is when it should be done. Let us consider the answers to these four issues.

WHAT SHOULD BE DONE? (v. 6)
1.
Give ear-Come-Hear the Lord (v. 3)
2.
Seek-Call-Turn to Him.

II.
WHO SHOULD DO IT? (v. 7)
1. The wicked should forsake his way.

2. The evil should forsake his thoughts.

III.
WHY SHOULD IT BE DONE? (vv. 8-9)

1. God’s thoughts are not the same as man’s thoughts.

2. God’s ways are not the same as man’s ways.

IV.
WHEN SHOULD IT BE DONE? (v. 6)

1. Do it while He may be found.

2. Do it while He is near.

Isaiah answers some significant questions related to Messiah once He has come. What? Come and seek. Who? Those that are not right with God should seek Him. Why? God and man are not the same in thought and way of life. When? Come and seek Him immediately. Call upon the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and you shall be saved. Turn from your own self-appointed way and follow God’s plan for your life. End this old year in the best way possible, and start the new year off in the best way possible! Put Christ first in your life! Let Him reign over all areas of your life! Allow God to make your thoughts and your way the same as His thoughts and His way.
